3. Using one of the following prompts, adjust the activity or assignment to:
· provide an opportunity for students to imagine which other fields of study may be relevant to this topic and what those fields can bring to it 
· help students understand their personal experiences in a more critical or “academic” way
· provide opportunities for post-activity/assignment student reflection on one or more of: 
· how this activity or assignment corrects earlier misconceptions
· how they came up with and developed a particular idea, argument, insight, etc., specifically, what steps they took and choices they made.
· how the academic skills employed for this activity or assignment may be relevant outside of this course
· assign before and after concept maps and ask students to explain what changed and why
