The bulleted items in this document are roughly equivalent to a “department,’ but not all of these units are departments. That term typically only applies to academic units within University Park colleges.  By referring to all academic units as departments, it can give an impression of bias against Commonwealth Campus academic units and a bias toward University Park.

Commonwealth Campuses

Headed by the Vice President for Commonwealth Campuses.  Each of the 19 Commonwealth Campuses is headed by a Campus Chancellor.  There are two primary groups of Commonwealth Campuses, the 5 “Stand Alone” campuses and the 14 campuses of the University College.  The former are typically larger, all offer Baccalaureate degrees, and some offer Master’s degrees.

University College Campuses
This includes a subset of the Commonwealth Campuses that are generally smaller and primarily teach the first two years of the curriculum.  Although every campus offers an array of upper-level undergraduate courses, most students will begin their baccalaureate degree at the campus, but transfer to either UP or one of the five stand-alone campuses to complete their degrees.  Some of these campuses offer 2-year Associate degrees and a few offer baccalaureate degrees.  

Faculty members at the University College campuses are divided into groups that are equivalent to departments, but these units cross locational boundaries; e.g. all of the English faculty at the fourteen campuses are members of the same discipline-based group.  The disciplinary groups are the same for all of the University College campuses.  Each group has a Discipline Coordinator (rather than a Department Head).  In order to determine to which group a faculty member belongs, you will need to look at the Title listed for each.
